• Organize a national competition for best poster about the dangers of early pregnancy
• Organize a national competition for the best poem on HIV / AIDS (second edition); these competitions will be an opportunity for youth to participate in awareness through artistic means of expression like the poem and the cartoon and at the same time strengthen communication "young young";
• organize an open day with testing and other sexual health service and reproduction free for youth and adolescents in collaboration with the Gabonese Movement for Family Wellness (MGBEF).

18) Project Justification:   Gabon's population is mostly composed of young people. It has 60% of young people whose age ranges from 0-30 years and adolescents (10-19 years) represent 22% of the total population. This section of the population is most vulnerable face the various problems related to sexual health and reproduction (sexually transmitted infections, HIV / AIDS, abortions, teenage pregnancies and / or unwanted, abandonment children in the garbage and latrines).        All of this is that in Gabon adolescents are a sub-risk group. Those aged 15 to 19 years are victims of such early deliveries which frequently cause the risk of death. Similarly, adolescent fertility has become an important phenomenon to the extent that sex still early.        Furthermore, the seroprevalence of HIV / AIDS increased from 8.1% in 2004 to 5.9% in 2007 still shows a persistence of risk behaviors despite widespread knowledge about modes of transmission of HIV / AIDS, thus making the age group 15 to 49 years one of the most vulnerable. There is also a lack of information from the young and the absence of an adequate method of communication for young people. It goes without saying that communication from young to young to be more effective. Hence the need to promote sexual health and reproduction in rural youth.        Given the above, the event will focus its intervention through the organization of a training session for 30 young people in Libreville on knowledge and use of contraceptive technologies, the organization of six (6) sessions awareness in rural youth in Libreville. Organize two competitions respectively on the evils of teenage pregnancy and HIV / AIDS and at the same time provide youth services in the field of Sexual and Reproductive free, fostering communication of young people by young briefings and exchanges on issues of Sexual and Reproductive youth. Organize an open day with testing and other services in sexual and reproductive free for youth and adolescents in collaboration with the Gabonese Movement for Family Wellness (MGBEF)
